Student Name has the money to start the sheep project in his/her bank account.  Student Name  will work with the FFA Advisor to locate a quality feeder Animal type to be purchased at least (60 days hog, sheep, goat or rabbit) or (120 Beef) prior to the County Fair.  Student Name will also purchase insurance for the animal.  Once the animal has been purchased, it will be kept in a designated area on the (Parents Last Name) ranch. Student Name will construct and maintain a pen and shelter that will serve as the home of the Animal type.  Parents name will provide free of charge: lumber, wire, nails, and pipe for constructing the pen and shelter.  Parents name also agrees to provide access to clean water and an automatic watering device at no charge.  Student Name, with the assistance from the FFA Advisor, will make decisions relative to the Animal type project. Student Name will determine the type of feed to be fed, the quantity of feed, and when to de-worm the Animal type.  All expenses incurred for feed, medicine, entry fees, grooming supplies, and show equipment will be paid for by Student Name.  The FFA Advisor will conduct regular on-site visits with Student Name and will assist in weighing the Animal type once a month.  The FFA Advisor will provide the scale to weigh the Animal type.  At the end of the project, Student Name agrees to provide the FFA Advisor a_ buyer thank-you and up to date record books.  Once the thank-you note and record book have been approved, Student Name will be given his/her fair check.  Student Name will receive 100% of the profit_ or loss associated with this project.  Advisor is responsible for transporting the Animal type to the fair.  Parent is responsible for transporting his/her student to and from the fair. Student Name will be responsible for maintain expense and receipt records in an official California FFA record book.
